We have three parents ending their second year on the SFO Board and are looking for three volunteers to fill the role of        
Co-Vice Presidents and secretary. The SFO Board is a great way to get to know your childôs school better and work with a        
wonderful group of people. Their main focus is planning/conducting the four SFO meetings during the school year, hosting the        
Welcome Back Open House and Beginning Bash, and determining how fundraising money will be used to support the school.

Co Vice-President - This is a 2-year commitment.  One year will be spent as co-vice president and the following year the vice 
presidents move up to the position of co-presidents.  The vice-president year is spent supporting the SFO in general. 

Secretary - This is a 2-year commitment.  The secretary will take notes and type up the minutes to each of the general SFO 
meetings.  The Secretary will also make up flyers to be distributed to the students informing parents about SFO related school 
activities such as:  meeting reminders and Catholic Schools Week. 

 

 

South Dakota Codified Law 13-28-7.1 requires students entering school or early childhood programs to present certification that they 

have been adequately immunized, according to the recommendations of the Department of Health. Sioux Falls Catholic Schools fol-

lows state law and therefore requires as policy that, absent the application of an exemption recognized by state and federal law, all 

children attending the Catholic Schools within the Diocese of Sioux Falls or participating in Catholic school sponsored extra-

curricular activities be vaccinated against a variety of diseases. (It should be noted that the state law exemption for religious doctrine 

does not apply to the Roman Catholic Church, which has no doctrine against vaccinations.) 

Beginning with the 2016-17 school year, there are also new vaccination requirements for 6th grade students in South Dakota. All 

incoming 6th grade students will be required to be vaccinated with one dose of Tetanus, Diphtheria, and Pertussis vaccine, also 

known as Tdap and one dose of meningococcal vaccine, also known as MCV4. Both of these vaccines should be received on or after 

the 11th birthday. This requirement will be deferred for students that have not yet reached their 11th birthday. On the 11th birthday 

the requirement would apply.  

Please visit with your physician or your local community health nurse to see if your child needs these and other recommended vac-

cines. Students who attend Sioux Falls Catholic Schools or participate in Catholic school sponsored extra-curricular activities are 

required to receive all vaccines unless the child is eligible to claim an exemption recognized by state and federal law.
